HARDSHIP FUND                     May 21st 2008
The Union is most grateful for the excellent response of members in Suffolk on 23rd April.   As circulated previously, Bury St Edmunds Association NUT invites applications for financial assistance from members of this Association facing hardship as a result of the deduction of a day’s pay for striking on 23rd April.
Could Reps please ensure that all members are aware of the fund and that they can download an application form from www.bsenut.org.uk .   Can we also remind Reps that those who were not able to take action for any reason can make donations to the hardship fund by sending a cheque to the Association Secretary, 1 Gainsborough Road, BURY ST EDMUNDS, IP33 3RX.
Depending on the number of claims we receive, we anticipate paying between 50 and 70% of the net pay lost.   The deadline for receipt of claims is June 14th.
As the action was not sustained by the sustentation fund, we can only pay out in cases of genuine hardship.   We wish to be absolutely fair in dealing with applications and although we would expect most applicants to be just starting out in teaching, still with student loans, etc., there could be other situations where the loss of a day’s pay is critical.

Members claiming will need to complete the form from the website in full, including their membership number and provide brief details of the reasons for their claim.   If members are in any doubt as to whether they should claim, they are welcome to phone or e-mail me on martingoold@suffolknut.org.uk to discuss.

We have waited until now to issue this notice, as payslips with the deductions will be received this week.   There should only be a deduction of 1/365th of the annual gross salary, and adjustments made to tax, etc.   So, unless there have been any other changes, the effect of the deduction will be the net amount paid in April minus the net amount paid in May.
